World-beating Staffordshire company expands into America

A Staffordshire IT consultancy, named one of the fastest-growing technology firms in the country, has expanded into America.

Blue Anvil, based in Wheaton Aston, has just opened an office in Charlotte, North Carolina, after buying out suppliers NTSI and further overseas expansion could be on the horizon.

The firm has just been named as the fastest-growing technology company in the Midlands and the north, and fourth fastest nationwide  in Tech Track 100, compiled by The Sunday Times and PriceWaterhouseCoopers.

Blue Anvil director Steven Brown said it was great news. “It just reaffirms that what we are doing is OK,” he said. “It’s rubber-stamping our business plan. We will carry on as we are and if  we can pick up a couple of awards on the way then that’s fine.”

The firm has worked with NTSI for the past four or five years and Mr Brown said he had great plans for the office.

“It’s a small office with five people working there and we hope to turn that into 25 people in the next couple of months,” he said.

He said the move to North Carolina was a strategic one as it’s the second largest banking district in the US. It means Blue Anvil is now working with such high profile corporates as the Bank of America.

Mr Brown said he would be keeping an eye on developments in the US for the next 12 months. After that, he said he may look at opening an office in Australia.

The news of Blue Anvil’s continued success has been welcomed by a growing association promoting the area as an IT ‘cluster’.

Blue Anvil is a member of the West Midlands IT Association (WMita). Chairman of the Staffordshire committee Alan Eade said: “It’s great that we have this kind of successful business on our doorstep. It’s just the kind of business we are promoting and great news that they are moving into America.”
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
